Poetry
Poetry is a form of literature; it is an art. The main ingredients are movement and sound. 

Key Elements of Poetry
1. Form- the way the poem is visually presented. Lines are grouped into stanzas or free verse.
Stanza

A stanza is a group within a poem which may have two or many lines. 

2 lines - couplet
3 lines - tercet 
4 lines - quatrain 
5 lines - quintet
6 lines - sestet
7 lines - septet
8 lines - octave
2. Speaker- the voice (person, dialect, use of idioms, etc)  
3. Sound- 
· Rhyme pattern p.192
· Rhythm: meter (pattern of stressed/unstressed syllables) p.193
· Repetition includes alliteration (repetition of consonant sounds) Sally sells seashells…  and assonance (repetition of vowel sounds) drop the top into the box and refrain
· Onomatopoeia -words represent sounds: crack, boom, swoosh
4. Imagery- the language that appeals to the reader’s senses: sight, hearing, smell, taste and touch

5. Figurative Language-
· Simile-a comparison of two things using “like” or “as”
· Metaphor-a direct comparison of two things without “like” or “as”

· Personification- giving human qualities to an animal or thing such as Rikki-tikki-tavi
